A Systemic–Dialogical Orientation

This practice based workshop will aim to expand creative possibilities and address common challenges in working with children, youth, their families and those professionals involved in their lives. 

Responding effectively to the concerns and problems of children is essential without jeopardising relation-ships with other family members. To do this requires a capacity to improvise within preferred theoretical approaches. The repertoire of the practitioner needs flexibility in order to engage with the child and family resources, their “language” and definition of “what is the matter “ that brings them to therapy.

Based on systemic and dialogical orientations the presenter will aim to:
· Offer a framework for expanding the repertoire of practice with children and their families; Moving from the “Classroom  of Concepts into the Playground of Practice”
· Provide practical examples and ideas for developing opportunities to expand  therapeutic possibilities 
· Focus on typical challenges in child focused practice incl.: the silent child, the oppositional young person, the accusing parent, the ADHD-child and other challenges/opportunities of diagnostic language
· Methods to explore psychotherapy as a “School of Possibilities“ including the use of story, imaginative forms of play and connection through music, song and other performative aspects of communication and relationship
· DVD clips from practice, skills exercises and demonstration role plays may be used as illustrations.
